Course Description:

This course examines the theoretical discussion and societal implications of increased global economic integration.  In the first part of the class, the evolution of the free trade doctrine within the economics literature is traced before examining various cases for protection that have been made since the decisive statement of the classical political economists.  Then the course exposes the susceptibility to financial crisis and disparate inter- and intra-national outcomes of the recent trend of global integration.  The second part of the class considers the ethical statements and implications of different traditions in economic thought regarding international economic theory and policy before discussing alternative paths for global economic integration.  An emphasis on social justice will be maintained throughout the second part of the course.

Course Requirements and Grade
Exams:

There will be a midterm and a final exam, each of which will constitute 25% of the final course grade.  The date of the midterm will be announced with sufficient time for students to prepare.
Participation:
Students are expected to complete the assigned readings and come to class prepared to participate in class activities and discussion.  Reading assignments will be updated regularly on the class webpage.  Additional participation assignments such as completing discussion questions and facilitating class discussions will likely be assigned.  Participation will constitute 20% of the final exam.  This class will be characterized by active and open discussion and students will be expected to respond to each other with respect.
Book Reviews:
Each student will write 2 book reviews during the semester on books related to international economics and globalization.  Each book review will be 15% of the final course grade.  The first book review will be due on 3/5/2009 and the second book review will be due on 4/30/2009. 
Academic Integrity:

Students are expected to follow the university policy on academic integrity discussed in the student Academic Handbook.  All exams will be completed individually and without use of notes and readings.  While students are encouraged to discuss and comment on each others book reviews, each student is expected to submit an independent and original work.  Students should not hesitant to consult the instructor on matters of citation, questions regarding plagiarism, and in finding a book to review.
